What graduate level (5000-level) courses should be taken in senior year (96+ credits)?

Unless otherwise permitted by approval from the chair, students enrolled in the dual degree

concentration must take, during their senior year, both of the core required American Studies courses,

AMST 5000 (Proseminar) and/or AMST 5001 (Research Methods in American Studies). Students may

also take an additional AMST 5000-level elective during their senior year. Students may not take

advanced 5000-level AMST electives without completing (or concurrently enrolling in) either AMST 5000

in fall terms, or AMST 5001 in spring terms.

What are the costs and benefits of the dual degree concentration?

Undergraduate capstone and thesis courses are included in Stockton’s flat rate tuition. Graduate-level,
